Aviation Support Information Paper
ROTARY WING:
1. Download an AGO Form 21.
2. Filling out an AGO Form 21 is self-explanatory; however, to clear up any confusion the following bullets are provided.
· Determine the number of passengers that will be flying by name, rank, and duty position. 
· Determine the type of aircraft you need by the number of passengers. 
1. UH-60 Blackhawk for 1-10 passengers. 
2. CH-47 Chinook for 11-32 passengers.
3. UH-72 Lakota for 1-5 passengers. 
· The SENIOR PASSENGER must sign the AGO 21.  This can NOT be delegated.  Make sure to provide a contact telephone number prior to submitting to the State Aviation Office. . 
· All requests will be considered and supported based on mission requirements and "availability of funds." 
· MUST reach State Aviation Office a MINIMUM of two weeks prior to the mission. 
3.  You will need a Special Use Permit  and an Environmental Checklist if the helicopter(s) will be landing in an unapproved area (ie. not in an airport or on an approved helipad). These forms are self-explanatory.  Pay close attention to the Section, Township, and Range information on the Special Use Permit form.
4.  Civic Leader Airlift Requests require additional considerations; download Civil Leader Airlift Information Paper for details.
5.  After filling in the required information on ALL the required forms, send the AGO Form 21, Special Use Permit (if applicable), and Environmental Checklist (if applicable) to the State Aviation Office Flight Scheduler.  POC information contained in “Contacts” tab of SAO website. 
6.  Missions will be scheduled and given priority based on weather, funding, or any other variable that would prohibit missions from taking place.
 
FIXED WING (C-12)
1. Download INSTRUCTIONS and print before downloading and printing a DD FORM 2768.
2. Download DD FORM 2768.  The form is in fill-able pdf format. Make sure to complete both the front and the back of the form.  Enter in required fields, print, and get required signatures BEFORE submitting to State Aviation Office.
3. Fill out DD FORM 2768 per instructions and send to SAO Office Flight Scheduler.
4. Faxed form MUST be received in the State Aviation Office to be loaded into JOSAC a MINIMUM of three weeks before the mission.
