COL. GEORGE C. HOSKINS
COMMANDING FIRST MISS. INFANTRY
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A Review

N the late spring of the year 1916, this country was on the
verge of war with Mexico, while Mexico was to all inten! and
purpcses, really at war with the United Statcs. The unhappy
conditions which had existed in Mexico since 191! had driven

the greater portion of the wealth and intelligence from that war
stricken and bandit ridden land to seek refnge in a land where
men could have peace and liberty within the law. Most of them
crossed the Texas border and found work and employment, and
their only regret is that the United States does not go into Mexico
and take possesion of the country.

The greater per cent of the people left in Mexico, were Peons
who were densely ignorant, unable to read and believed any thing
that was read to them. About this time some of the Mexican papers,
were publishing articles that were entirely false, as evidenced by
the following, which was translated by Colonel L. W. V. Kennon,
9th Infantry, U. S. A.; and presented to Colonel Boyd. Extract of
articles published in El1 Tribunal, San Diego, June 16th, 1916.

“It is communicated from the camp of military operations of
the Texas Revelution to the headquarters of the Liberator of Races
and Peoples in America, situated in the environment of this town,
that the towns of San Ignacio, San Benito, Norias, Palo Blanco,
Zapatos and others of less importance have been destroyed by the
fires which the revolutionary forces set when attacking the Am-
erican forces, and in all the attacks which took place before these
places fell in power of the Liberator Army, hand grenades were
employed. During the hours which the said combats lasted in the
places mentioned, the Yankee soldiers lest heavily, being obliged
to fly in confusion before the vigoreous assault of the host of the
relentless and avenging people.”

“The North American soldiers who were captured, among whom
were some field officers, immediately suffered the extreme punish-
ment, since those who were not shoul, were chuoked to death by Lthe
hands of the indignant people.”

When such articles as this were read to the masses, they readily
believed them and were ready to cross the border, whip or ex-
terminate the hated Gringes; and fo loot and pillage their fields
and cities. This very briefly shows the feelings of the populace of
Mexico towards the United States about this period.

Our limited space will not allow us to go into details as to where
all of the units of the Regular Army were posted; but suffices to
say there was an insufficient number available to properly guard
the Mexican border.

On the 19th of June, President Wilson therefore issued a call
for 135,000 troops from the National Guard; of this number Missis

sippi was called upon to furnish one war strength regiment. This
number promptly answered the call, and assembled at the mobiliza-
tion camp in Jackson, Mississippi; but unfortunately about 30 per
cent of them were physically disqualified, the majority of the others
had had practically no military training, and those who were dis-
gualified had to be replaced by absolutely new recruits.

Col. Hoskins' time was fully occupied in the administrative af-
fairs of the regiment, and the training of the officers and men was
entrusted to Lt. Col. Boyd. The training of these troops was entered
into energetically and zealously, and our daily duties were as out-
lined in the following schedule:

Reveille 5:00 A, M.; Mess 6:00 A. M.; Sick Call 6:30 A. M.;
Fatigue Call 7:00 A, M.; Drill 7:15 A. M. to 10:15 A. M.; Officers
School 10:45 A. M.; Mess 12:00 M. Drill 1:00 P. M. Recall Drill
4:00 P. M. Parade, 1st Call 5:15, Assembly 5:25 P. M.; Mess 6:00;
Tatoo 9:45 P. M.; Taps 10:00 P. M.

The conduct of the troops while en route was such as to call
forth words of highest praise from the train officials.

Upon our arrival we found the weather very balmy, but about
night fall a Norther blew up and the wind came howling like deamons
pursued and pursueing. The night was very cold and we realized
that there was some difference between a comfortable house in “Ole
Miss” and a rag house on the plains of Texas.

<ur tents were pitched at Camp Wilson near Fort Sam Hous-
ton. The time spent here has been fully occupied in intensive mili-
tary training. At times the work seemed burdensome and some
days the weather was extremely disagreeable. However, the true
soldier laughs at danger and disaster, trials and temptations. For
instance a few mornings ago, one of our men was kicked over by a
mule and when some of his comrades ran to him to pick him up,
he laughed and said, “the next time T have anything to say to a
mule, I will say it to his face.” And on another occasion after a
rain, the ground was very muddy and sticky and one of the men
began to complain about it. His comrade laughingly told him to
change his tune and learn this lesson, “Stick to Texas when its
dry and she will stick to you when its wet.” With such a spirit
as this animating the personal of the Mississippi Regiment, they
have faithfully discharged their duties, and are today efficient sol-
diers. And when they are mustered out of the service, they can
carry with them the conciousness that they promptly answered their
country’s call, fulfilling the mission for which they were called; and
their presence on the border in conjunction with the other National
Guard units has prevented war if not made peace.

Invasion of Texas by the 1st Mississippi Infantry

T the time of the call of President Wilson on June 19, 1916
there were five Independent Battalions in the Mississippi
National Guard, none. of which were recruited to the re-
quired strength. The call found the men of Mississippi

eager to serve and by transfering Officers and men, and combining
the different battalions, the First Mississippi Infantry was formed.
There was naturally some confusion in organizing the Regiment in
this manner, but the Officers in Charge handled the situation with
a dispatch that did them credit. The Regiment was placed in com-
mand of Col. George C. Hoskins and he was given an able assistant
in the person of Lt. Col. E. B. Boyd. These men have shown their
ability to command a regiment and have won the respect of the
officers and men throughout the entire Command. Capt. Howard
N. Secales was appointed Regimental Adjutant and has handled the
work in a very business-like and military manner. The duties of
an adjutant are probably the most difficult ones in a regiment and
the officers making the choice showed good judgment in choosing
an able man as Capt. Scales.

Upon arriving at Camp Swep Taylor it was the opinion of all
that it was only a matter of days uniil the Regiment would entrain
for some point on the Border, and there were rumors of every des-
cription as to when and where we would be sent. Many thought
that we would be rushed right into Mexico and were very disap-
pointed as time passed and other regiments passed and returned,
only to find the 1st Miss. in Mobilization Camp awaiting orders.

One would think that the disappointment caused by delay in
leaving would have caused a little laxity in discipline and camp
routine, but this was not the case, as all of the visitors at Camp
Swep Taylor were greatly impressed by the clean and neat con-
dition of the kitchens, company streets and other parts of camp.
The general appearance of Camp Swep Taylor would encourage a

community of equal numbers and qualifications to enter the “State
Wide Sanitary Contest.”? The author of this article had been in
service with another regiment before coming to Camp Swep Taylor
and can truthfully say that the appearance of the camp was far
superior to any visited by him, and that the discipline and drills
were likewise better. A great deal of the credit for this is due to
the first sergeants of the different companies.

On October the 14th moving orders were received and there
was rejoicing in camp as is seldom seen. All those who had been
yearning for home immediately became enthused over the prospects
of a trip to the Border, and the men who were off on passes hurried
back so that they would not be left.

The trip was made in three sections, and as tourist sleepers
were furnished; the trip was a very enjoyable one. 'The Illinois
Central Railroad furnished us with special kitchens, making it pos-
sible to serve hot meals on the trip; and most of us did not care
whether we arrived at our destination, so long as we were traveling.

We arrived at Camp Wilson, Texas on the afternoon of Oct.
19th, and occupied the Camp Site just vacated by the 2nd Kansas
Infantry. We were placed in the 1st Provisional Brigade of the 12th
Provisional Division. Our Brigade Commander was Col. L. W. V. Ken-
non and the Brigade Adjutant was Major R. B. McCoy. We then
started on a program much easier than the one pursued in Camp
Swep Taylor. This program gradually became harder as time pas-
sed, and at the time of this writing we are drilling four hours in
the morning and one in the evening; the commissioned and non-
commissioned officers each having one hour of school additional.
The non-commissioned officers’ schools, in the different battalions,
were placed in command of non-commissioned officers of the Regular
Army; and it proved to be a great help to those who were so for-
tunate as to receive the training under their supervision.

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New Organizations, under Federalized Rulings

Under the Federal Laws, it is necessary to have a Supply Com-
pany, Machine Gun Company and Headquarters Company (consist-
ing of the Regimental and Battalion Non-Com Staff, Band, Mounted
Orderlies and Hospital Corps). The Regiment upon arriving at
Camp Swep Taylor did not have any of the auxiliary troops; there-
fore it was necessary that they be organized before leaving the
Mobilization Camp.

The Mounted Orderlies were selected by Capt. H. N. Scales, the
commander of the Headquarters Company, who required that they
meet a certain standard, as to riding ability, promptness and ap-
pearance, Pvt. Lane of Co. M was made Orderly Sergeant of the
Detachment. Mounts were not had until they arrived at Camp
Wilson.

The Supply Company was nlaced in command of Capt. R. L.

Montgomery, who had been acting in the ecapacity of Regimental
Quartermaster. This position required a thorough business man, and

in Capt. Montgomery the 1st Miss. is more than pleased. The men
chosen for this Company were Teamsters and Clerks.

The Old Aberdeen Company of the Late 2nd Reg. was brought
to Mobilization Camp to form the Machine Gun Company. This
Company was commanded by Capt. Rye, who resigned the position
of Capt. to beceme 1st Lt., as Capt. Clark of the Ordnance Depart-
ment was to command the Machine Gun Company. Upon arrival in
Camp Wilson they were issued Ford Trucks in which the Lewis

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Athletics — Football

Battalions organized football teams and after two games had

been played between them it could be seen that we had

some good material for a winning team most any where, so
when we came to Camp Wilson it was decided to take the best
talent from the regiment and form a regimental team.

BEFORE the 1st Miss. Regiment left Jackson the 1st and 2nd

Cush Pryor an old A & M star and Thorton Hale were the
originators of the idea and these men had to work with their team
in the face of discouraging ciscumstances as it was hard to get
men interested until after the 1st game and then came the hike
to New Braunfels and also Rifle Practice at Leon Springs, but the
two games that were played before these trips, were the games that
caused the largest football tourney that has ever been know to be
organized.

Capt. Waite Johnson an old West Point star seeing the friendly
rival that the games caused and the sportsman like manner in which
they were played decided to form a committee and organize a
schedule which was to be run on the elimination plan winners
meeting winners, the losers dropping out and the winning team was
to be presented with a loving cup. The 1st Miss., Inf., U. S. Signal
corps—3rd., 4th., and Tth., 11, Inf. teams—7th. Field Artillery Field
Hospital—l1st. 2nd. and 3rd. Wis. teams—16th. Cavalry—3rd. D. C.
Inf. 2nd. W. Va. Inf.—Texas Engineers.—Va. Field Artillery.—and
the 37th. Inf. were the organizations that put teams in the field
to contend for football honors at Camp Wilson.

Cush Pryor acted as coach for the 1st. Miss.,, and was later put
out of the game for the remainder of the season by getting his
shoulder broken in the game with the Tth. Field Artillery.

After the team lost Pryor, Lt. Robinson acted as coach and
John Curtiss an old University star was elected Captain.

Our chances for the First Cup were lost to the 3rd Wisconsin
in a hotly contested game. The final score of this game was 6 to
0 and was probably as good a game as the hundreds of spectators
present had ever witnessed any where. That the Wisconsin boys
thought they had accomplished something by beating us, was
evidenced by the parades, music and celebrations carried on by them
after the game.

After this game we were still in line for the second cup and
our chances good but we were finally defeated by the 2nd Wisconsin
which left us out of the running. It is not considered good sport-
manship to kick at the decisions given but in this case we are forced
to say that the game was lost, not by our being outplayed, but by
an incorrect technicality.

We were represented on the All Star Camp Wilson Team by Lt.
Robinson and Scudder. Robinson played quarter and Scudder was
substitute end.

On the following Saturday the 1st Miss. and the 2nd W. V. Reg-
iments were formed at Brigade Headquarters and those who won
places in the field meet were awarded medals. Col. Kennon, as-
sisted by Maj.

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1st Mississippi Rifle Team, Preliminary Practice and Jacksonville Trip

The officers and men chosen for the team left Jackson on Sept.
25th for Vicksburg to take up preliminary shooting, until the Jackson-
ville Matech, which started Oet. 11, 1916. From there they went to
Jacksonville, Fla., arriving there on the 9th of Oct. and going to the
Rifle Range immediately. The Range is situated 13 miles from Jack-
sonville on the St. Johns River at the Black Point Military reserva-
tion.

Almost every state in the Union was represented by both Mili-
tary and Civilian Teams, and Alaska had one team in the Match. The
only United States Service Team present was furnished by the
Marine Corps.

Right here it might be well to state that the Miss. Rifle Team
has always been one of the best and they deserve more credit this
yvear than ever before because of the fact that the team had to be
chesen from previous records instead of the usual preliminary shoot-
ing for places. Although General Erie C. Scales was not a shooter
on the Team he was on the job at all times acting as Chief Of-
ficial and Booster, and his encouragement to the Members of the
Team was invaluable. Those choosing the Team had no reason to
be disappeinted in a single man who had the honor to represent
the State. The Marines took the highest honors but the Miss. Team
carried off the highest honors in B Class. Mississippi won the
Southern Interstate Championship beating Georgia by one point.
The close score of this competition made the contest exceptionally
interesting to the contestants as so much depended on every Member
of the Team.

Lt. Dunn was a very valuable member of the Team who could
be depended upon in case of emergency. At the 1000yd. Range
he had no superior, and in a skirmish he was second to none, he
having made 103 out of 105 points in the Graves Skirmish Match.
He also placed highest of the Miss. Team in the National Individual
Match, capturing 21st place and a silver medal.

Copl. E. E. Walters (better known as Tubby Walters) took high-
est place over all present at 600 yds., rapid fire, 1st Place in the Reg-
imental Individual Match and a bronze medal in the National In-
dividual Match. Cpl. Walters has been a member of the Mississippi
Rifle Team for a number of years and always has been dependable
and steady in his shooting. Tubby’s shooting placed him on the
Second United Service Team and gives him a chance for a trip to
the Olympic Meet in Sweeden if the United States team participates
next year.

ISIT by Brigadier General Scales.

Praise for the First Mississippi Infantry, for the pat-
riotic spirit in which the men of the Regiment are per-
forming the service to which they were called by President

Wilson was voiced by Brigadier General E. C. Scales, Adjutant of
the Mississippi National Guard, at a dinner given in his honor at
the Menger Hotel by the Officers of the First Mississippi Regiment.
He declared members of the organization have not complained at
being kept away from home, indicating their willingness to remain
in the Border Service until the Government sees fit to release them.

Y. M. C. A’'s WORK AMONG THE SOLDIERS

It is more than fitting to mentien the good work being done
among the soldiers by the Army Y. M. C. A's.

Upon arriving in camp each regiment found placards around
their eamp site exiending them a special invitation to visit and
enjoy the privilegcs offered by the Y. M. C. A. Thz buildings are
roomy and the men were not long in accepting the invitations. As
there was writing paper, pen and ink, ice water, chess and checker
boards and reading matter; it made an ideal loafing and reading
place. Free moving picture shows were given three times a week,
and the house was usually packed.

There were bible classes conducted by and for the soldiers, thus
giving them a chance to become acquainted and study the word of
God.

Outgoing mail was handled at the buildings and there were
stamps and posteards for sale at the desk.

THE HOLIDAYS.

Thanksgiving day of 1916 was an ideal one, it being clear and
cold, and was set aside as a holiday for all.

There was a football game between the 3rd Il11. and the Virginia
Artillery that afternoon and a great many of the Miss. Men attended,
but the main thing to be remembered about Thanksgiving was the
“Feed” that each company received. Each company tried to out-
do the others in fixing an appropriate meal, and the score may be
called a tie as each company had their tabies crowded with good

things to eat when the men marched into the mess hall that day.
Our ‘Folks back home may have had a big dinner that day, but
not one of them enjoyed it as we enjoyed our spread and most of
us ate until we were uncomfortable. Some of us had dreaded being
away from home on Thanksgiving but this feeling soon left us when
we lit into the Turkey Uncle Sam had issued us.

The Ladies of San Antonio, under the direction of the Rotary Club,
furnished the Soldiers of Camp Wilson with home baked pies. On
the day before Thanksgiving auto trucks loaded with nothing but
PIES were seen to stop at every kitchen in eamp and deliver PIES
to each company. To an onlooker it would have seemed that the
soldiers would never be able to eat so many pies, but strange to
say they all disappeared in mighty short time. This touch of home
cooking added greatly to the enjoyment of the day, and the Ladies of
San Antonio were rendered a vote of thanks by the soldiers.

The Vestry and Congregation of the St. Marks Church sent in-
vitations to all of the Episcopalians in the Regiment for a Thanks-
giving Party which was given Thanksgiving Eve. The hospitality
of the San Antonio People was exemplary at this party and the
bovs had a regular back home evening with the opportunity of
meeting some of the people of San Antonio.

The approach of Xmas. was marked by heavy mails and there
was a crowd around the 1st Sgts. tents every day at mail time.
Boxes of all sizes and descriptions were received and we all realized
that we were not forgctten by those we could not torget ‘The Folks
back Home'. Some of the companies received generous boxes from
the citizens of their hcme towns, and these together with the issue
of turkeys enabled them to put on an elaborate spread. We were
ziven a good, long holiday and enjoyed the rest.

On the 18th of November the Hospital Corps of every regiment
in Camp Wilson left for Leon Springs to participate in field man-
cuvers. Only enough men were left in each detachment to handle
the sick ealls.

During these maneuvers they received instructions in first aid
and litter work.

They returned to Camp Wilson the 29th of the month, just
in time to enjoy the Thanksgiving Holiday.

On Tuesday, Feb. 19th, the entire camp was saddened over the
news of General Fred Funston's Death.

This great mans life's story reads like a novel and his death
was felt by every citizen and soldier.

The body laid in State in the Alamo and thousands paid homage
to the general during the course of the day.

New Braunfels Hike

HINGS were going so smoothly on arriving at Camp Wilson
T that such words as ‘Pipe’ and ‘Cinch’ were heard on every
hand, but on the memoriable day of Nov. 3rd there came a

blow that changed them all to pessimists and left them
something to fear and dread during their hours of rest. This blow
being none other than the New Braunfels Hike. This hike was
one that no member of the 1st Miss will ever forget and many of
them will take their young ones on their knee and tell them of the
strenuous times their Father had in 1916, referring to this hike as a

memory that will never be forgotten.

The Brigade was in charge of Col. L. W. V. Kennon, U. S. and
consisted of the 1st Miss., 2nd W. V. and the 3rd D. C. which took the
place of the 7th Ill, they having taken the hike previous to this

time.

‘We were awakened before daylight on the morning of Nov. 3rd
and started hiking as soon as breakfast was over. Fourteen miles
were covered the first day and the Brigade went into bivouac at
Luxelo at one thirty P. M. The next day (Sat.) 18 miles were cov-
ered and we went into bivouac at Landa Park. This was by far the
hardest day of the hike as at the end of the days hiking, there was
a steep hill about one quarter of a mile in length to ascend, the men
were so tired that most of them were ready to drop by the time
they reached it.

Sunday was a day of rest and there could not have been a more
beautiful spot chosen than Landa Park. The park is situated about a
mile from New Braunfels and is one of the prettiest spots imaginable,
there being countless small and clear streams running all through
the place, and trees and shrubbery of all descriptions. The park
covers the top of a steep hill and extends all-around the base of it.
These streams flow from the side of the hill and form pools which
are clear and deep, and are ideal for boating and swimming. The
men took advantage of the opportunity to swim and the pool at
the bathhouse was crowded most of the day. Many of them secured
boats and enjoyed rowing all through the Park. Shower baths were
within easy reach of Camp and those who did not take a swim
availed themselves of the opportunity of a good bath. The natural
scenery of the Park is wonderful and one big attraction for the men
was ‘Panther Canyon’ which is a rocky gorge running between Lwo
steep cliffs which are about 200 ft. in heigth. The cliff on the side
toward Camp is accessable and many of the men scaled it that day
thereby getting their first sensation in mountain climbing.

The return Hike was commenced on Monday, the stopping place
for the night again being Luxelo. Tuesday the Hike was completed
the Brigade reaching Camp Wilson about 12:00 Noon.

For a few days following the Hike, it looked like an Old Sol-
diers Home throughout the Brigade, as the men were suffering with
sore feet and other ailments, but they being young and tough, soon
recovered, and the soreness was soon forgotten.

LLeon Springs Hike and Rifle Practice

Provisional Brigade composed of the First Mississippi, Sec-
ond West Virginia, and Third District of Columbia infan-
try regiments, commanded by Colonel L. W. V. Kennon,
9th U. S. Infantry, pursuant to orders from Twelfth Pro-

visional Division «f November 29, 1916, started on its march Decem-
ber 4, 1916, from Camp Wilson to Leon Springs, Texas. The men
were in heavy marching order and arrived at Leon Springs, a
distance of 24.7 miles, on the following day, having made an all-
night halt at Blumel's store. As soon as settled at Leon Springs
target practice began; and several days before returning, field man-
euvers were taken up by each regiment. Early in the morning on
December 20th the return march was begun; and at 5:30 on the
morning of the 21st, the brigade reached its permanent camp at
Camp Wilson.

Several days previous to the beginning of the march there was
an atmosphere of stir and bustle at Brigade Headquarters and
throughout this regiment. Many details had to be attended to and
many new articles of equipment had to be requisitioned for. The
regiments, complying with orders, broke camp the night before the
march; prepared the pyramidal tents for loading and went into
shelter tent camp.

Early in the evening heavy, black clouds gathered over camp
and all night sounds were emitted from each “pup” tent that rent
the heavy air.

Reveille was sounded early Monday morning, December 4th, and
soon the camp was well alive with chilled and whining soldiers. At
dawn the sky was still overcast and there were occasional showers.
By seven o’clock the men had their shelter tents rolled in with their
pack; and with the packs on their backs were lined up by the mess
halls like a bunch of tramps waiting for a handout.

As soon as the thirty-six trucks were loaded they proceed to
Blumel’s store. Promptly at 8$:10 a. m. the march call was sounded
and the men fell in line. The Brigade Staff Look the head of the
column and was followed by the First Mississippi, Third District of
Columbia, and Second West Virginia; the combat wagons follow-
ing their respective battalions. The first halt was ordered at 8:55
a. m. and the march again resumed at 9:00 a. m. After the first
halt the troops marched at a three-mile gait, halting ten minutes
before the hour and “falling in” on the hour. This was continued
until 1:30 p. m. when the men began pouring into Camp at Blumel's
store as water peurs from the conduit, leaving behind them a
thick, dun cloud and a melancholy leaden sky, its horizons shot
by hundreds of cone-like hills.

Prior to the arrival of the head of the column, Colonel Kennon
and his adjutant, Major McCoy, had planned the camp location, so
as fast as the “light brown stream of humanity” ran through the
camp entrance, assignments were made and by companijes the com-
mand was given to pitch shelter tents.

The day being cool there was very little straggling from the
column. The men came in in good condition, and each company
gave vent to a little parody which it had made up as it came in on
the last lap. Of course they were tired, for the soldier who hangs
fifty pounds on his back and carries a rifle on his shoulder is sure
to be a little leg weary when he completes a twelve mile march. For
more than an hour this steady stream zigzagged its way over the
hill and down to camp. As fast as the companies got the tents
pitched, mess kits began to gingle and everyone responded to hard-
tack and coffee, with patriotism as a dessert.

By four o’clock the clouds had cleared away and the sun shone
down upon three thousand convalescing soldiers. It does not take
soldiers long to recover from the hardships of a march, and when
they do recover they look about for the cup that cheers and in-
ebriates. The cup was found on the long mahogany counter at
Blumel’s store, and standing at this counter with cup in hand they
traded jokes and drinks until the jokes became stale and their human
canteens so full that bubbles gathered on their think tanks. But
in the language of one, as he raised a glass to his dust-kissed lips,
“Why not drink and be merry—a man can’t afford to save on fifteen
dollars a month.” Just the same “A soldier quite well lit is a
sight to make angcls have a fit.”

But not all soldiers drink, so in other parts of camp a squad
or company could be seen chasing a jack rabbit over the hills, and
yelling as though they were making a bayonet charge on an enemy.
And when darkness covered the camp, individual soldiers prowled
through camp and pup tents with Demosthines lanterns hunting
for armadillos, centipedes, rattlesnakes, horned toads and other rep-
tiles peculiar to Texas climate. Some were found and others came
on their own accord. A rattle snake, it is said, even found it safe
to sleep with a buck private all night, and in the morning bit him
on the ear because the private attempted to get up early.

Camp was broken early on the morning of December 5th, and
after loading and breakfast, the men fell in for another days' march.
Clouds hung low and occasionally drops of rain buffeted the checks
of the men. But they took it in good spirit, for a cool day is all that
a soldier can wish for on the march.

The halts and marching periods were the same as on the day
before, and by pecking away the column filed into the camp at Leon

Springs about 1:30 p. m. Locating here was a real problem, as
there is little room in the valley near the range and the rock forma-
tion just beneath a thin layer of soil, made it almost impossible to
drive a tent peg. But as Colonel Kennon and Major McCoy went on
ahead, they had all arrangements made by the time the troops ar-
rived.

Brigade Headquarters located on the top of a high hill facing
the range and overlooking the regiments. A grand panorama lay
spread out in all directions. Thousands of small cone-shaped peaks,
pitched tent-like on the plain, were visible to the eye, and as far
as one could see this barren and soundless camping ground of nature
lay bleaching under the southern sun.

It was quite difficult to pitch the large pyramidal tents on the
rocks and all afternoon the men worked hard to prepare a place
to sleep at night. At night fall, weary from the days task, the
soldiers lay down on their cots, and hummed tunes of by-gone days
and chatted of better days to come, unaware of the heavy fog gather-
ing over them and giving the appearance of a vast lake. Looking
out over the fogged valley and watching the mammouth moon rise
into the heavens and listening to the breeze whisper a night song
in the mesquite bushes; few men live with souls so dcad who would
not unto themselves have said, “This is the Life.”

The day following, December 6th, was spent in policing, prepar-
ing the camp for a two weeks’ occupancy, and in fitting up the
ranges. Major McCoy was busy all day long getting things lined up
and Major Hogahoom, with a large detail, was preparing targets
in the pits. The next morning the ball was started a rolling. RBright
and early the officers were out on the range, and soon squads were
seen picking their way through the bushes to the firing lines. And
then they got busy. Steadily the guns were fired, the report of which
rang out and pounded and clattered against the hills. Without in-
terruption firing continued daily until the 19th, and this practice
developed to be one of the most successful ever held at Leon Springs.
The command increased its efficiency for field service immeasurably.

Major McCoy's new method of bringing men to the firing line
—a squad instead of a company—was soon sensed by the officers
and men, and in 2 day or two everything on the range went like
machine work. Taking only a squad from a company at a time
gave the men lots of time to hunt and chase around, and you bet
they took advantage of it, too.

Artillery firing afforded a rare treat each evening. The artil-
lery stationed on one hill would fire across at targets on other hills
from two to three miles distance. It was all very thrilling. First
the big guns would empty, then three or four balls of fire raced

across the heavens, daylighting each other in turns and lighting up
the valleys. Then came the report of the guns, then the explosion
as the balls alighted.

A day or two before the brigade was ordered to return to Camp
Wilson, the officers of the three regiments got up a friendly com-
petition team shoot. It was understood before the match came off
that the two losing teams were to play Santa to the winning teams
and themselves on the return; and that they did, and they say it
was a treat never to be forgotten by the officers, as it afforded them
a chance to meet each other in a way that could not have been
done otherwise. During the shoot, too, officers and men had all
kinds of sport. To watch the mounted score wagon and to listen
to the jeers from the firing lines, afforded as much fun as a profes-
sional football or baseball game.

Then there were the fleld maneuvers. By the orders of Colonel
Kennon, each regiment worked out its own maneuvers and for two
days the camp was the nucleus of a battle ground. From every
direction came the report of the rifle and machine gun.

During the two weeks at Leon Springs there was a variety of
weather. One day it was warm, the next day windy, accompanied
by rain. Usually the nights were as cold as christian charity and
always in the mornings the fog was as thick as a Mulligan stew.

Orders to return to Camp Wilson were issued on the 19th. The
large tents were torn down that evening and again the men went
into pup tent camp. At ten o’clock on the 20th the march was
begun; the truck train going direct to Camp Wilson with sufficient
details accompanying to prepare for the main body to arrive the
next day. With the usual halts, the column arrived at Blumel’s store
about three in the afternoon. There they went into bivouac camp
and remained until 1:10 on the morning of the 21st. The night
was bitterly cold and the men so anxious to get back to Camp
Wilson, that it was found advisable to shorten the hourly halts to
five minutes.

Between the hours of five and six the troops arrived in per-
manent camp. If you have ever attended a hotly contested foot-
ball game on a cold winter day when the bleechers were being all
but torn down by the excited spectators, then you have some idea
of the awakening of San Antonians on the morning of December
21st.

A few days after the return Colonel Kennon and Major McCoy
prepared large reports on the target practice and field maneuvers,
and each acknowledged the ready and instant cooperation of reg-
imental commanders and field officers of the 1st Mississippi and
other regiments.
