Secretary of Defense to call the Army National Guard and Air National Guard 

of the State of Mississippi i nto Active Federal Service as necessary for 

that purpose . 

I am v i n consequence D i nstructed by the Secretary of Defense t o 

transmit t hrough you his call i nto the Service of the Un i ted States for an 

indefini te period and until relieved by appropriate orders as of and f r om 

0002 EDT » September thirtieth p nineteen hundred and s ixt y=two 9 all of the 

Army and Air National Guard organizations of the State of Mi ssissippi, and 

all personnel ass i gned thereto ~ wh ich the President des ires shall be assemb led 

at their r espective Army Nat i onal Guard armories and Air Nat ional Guard Bases 

in the State of Miss issippi . 

National Guard units so called will be under the operational command of 

US Army Field Commander 9 Bi r g Gen Charles Billingslea , who will issue timely 

instructions through the Commandi ng Offi cers of the Army and Air National 

Guard of Miss issppi .

and Air Nat i onal Guar d of the State of Mississippi 9 to serve in the Act ive 

Military Service of the United States for an indefinite period and until 

relieved by appropriate orders . 

"I further direct t he Secretary of the Army to take such action as he 

deems necessaryp uti lizing Active Army Forces or t he Nat ional Guard units 

and members named i n the first paragraph abovep or bot h 9 to implement the 

mentioned Executive Order and this orderp and I hereby delegate to the 

Secretary of the Army any and all of the authority vested in me by the 

mentioned Executive Order with respect to the use of such active Army Forces 

and the use of such National Guard units and members.
